EVENT METHOD STATEMENT
1. Arrive at start point and move cycles and equipment into allocated area. Take care re unloading.
2. Check the weather conditions for the event are safe.

3. Ensure all participants have signed relevant documents, are wearing hi viz and are strongly encouraged to wear a helmet.
4. Check that all C4AS representatives have read and understood the risk assessment for the event.

5. Erect gazebo safely and weigh down to avoid wind damage.

6. Check cycles all cycles are road worthy and have been maintained. Tyres, bells, mirrors etc., etc.
7. Match riders to cycles and make adjustments e.g. saddle height, handlebar position as required. 

8. Move vehicle/s to appropriate parking areas

9. Provide opportunity for short cycle test ride using safe area and under supervision.
10. Issue safety briefing

11. Proceed with ride and follow any Risk Assessment guidance.
12. Ensure bikes and equipment kept safe and secure..

13. On close, dismount gazebo safely and load cycles and equipment into vehicles with care using good manual handling techniques. 
14. At the end of the event ensure any incidents are recorded on the incident log.
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
